In order for foreign students to gain admission to Japanese university, Junior college, or vocational school, they must have completed 12
years of general education (elementary, middle, and high school) or be recognized as having equivalent or greater academic abilities. This
University Preparatory Course is authorized by MEXT (the Ministry of Education, Culture, Science and Technology. The Students who have
not yet completed 12 years of general education under an educational system different from Japan’s (Philippines, Brazil, Malaysia, Mongolia
and so on) are able to be qualified for the admission to Japanese university, Junior college, or vocational school. In addition, students have to
learn the core subjects (English, mathematics, social studies, science) necessary for university admission.

The Special Bridge Program to Proceed to Tokyo International
University (hereinafter referred to as “BP”) is a unique program only
available at our school, which is affiliated with a university. It is a
program prepared for those who want to enter Tokyo International
University but do not currently have the level of Japanese language
ability that allows them to enter the university. We aim to help students
who have Tokyo International University as their first choice, and who
have a strong desire to learn, motivation to apply, and awareness
of problems, improve their Japanese language ability and pass the
entrance exam for Tokyo International University.

In principle, students who are accepted into our school through BP will be allowed to enter Tokyo International University after
graduating from our school if their Japanese language ability is equivalent to N2 level or higher.

At our school, highly skilled Japanese language teachers will responsibly teach you up to the N2 level, but in order to ensure that
you acquire that level of Japanese language ability, a certain level of Japanese language ability is required as an admission qualification
when entering this program.
